1- Evacuate Structure




2- Do not ventilate structure




3- Check CO level at entrance of structure:

a- Over 100ppm-SCBA for entry-

b-  Less than 100ppm - No SCBA (no longer than 15min entry)




4- Enter and monitor for highest level interior structure.




5- Less than 34ppm in structure





a- Call Gas Co.





b- Occupants may reenter structure to await Gas Co.




6- Over 34ppm in structure

a- Call Gas Co.

b- Occupants may not reenter structure.


7- Gas Detector not available - Call gas Co. -- Occupants wait outside.

8-All occupants of the structure will be evaluated by EMS crew (symptomatic and/or non-symptomatic) 
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
