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PURPOSE:
The purpose of this document is to establish policies for the operation of all Peachtree City Fire Department vehicles’ emergency lighting at the scene of incidents and landing zones.

POLICY:
It is the policy of the Peachtree City Fire Department that all department vehicles be operated in a safe manner including the lighting at scenes.  All vehicles will attempt to follow NFPA 1901 and SAE J2498 requirements for vehicles 22 feet or longer.  This includes all the large apparatus and medic units, not the staff vehicles.

1. After arriving on scene, headlights and wigwags should be turned off.  This is a safety issue and should be adhered to if at all possible.  Exceptions to this would be if using the headlights to “light” up a scene.
2. The reason behind this procedure is to not “blind” on coming traffic or cause confusion with possible vehicle traffic. 

3. Staff vehicles may turn off their headlights and wigwags if they feel it could cause confusion with other drivers of vehicles on the roadway.

4. Prior to moving vehicles, all headlights must be turned back on. 

5. Landing Zones:  Once a landing zone is established and it is apparent that incoming helicopters are aware of their landing area, all emergency lighting should be turned off.  This includes, medic units, engines, and staff vehicles including police units.  Lights will only be left on at the request of the helicopter pilot. 
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
