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PURPOSE:  
To define Truck Company responsibilities and duties.  

POLICY:     
A Truck Company will safely and efficiently perform rescue operations, 



ventilation, and gain entry to buildings in order to control and extinguish any 


structure fire.  These are general guidelines for Truck Company operations.

PROCEDURES:  
1. Driver or assigned Engineer.

a. Normally, position apparatus at appropriate corner of structure (large or commercial/industrial) or in front of residential structure so as not to impair Engine Company operations.  

b. Deploy aerial once directed by IC or Sector Officer to the best possible position dictated by current and projected fire conditions.

c. If needed place apparatus in Pump Mode to supply elevated water stream (usually defensive operations).

d. Secure continuous water supply.  (Connect to Hydrant or from secondary Engine). Communicate means of water supply to IC.

e. Maintains accountability of tools and equipment from apparatus.

f. Operates scene lighting as required.

2. Crews as assigned by IC or Fire Branch/Division.   

a. Perform search and rescue operations for victims and potential victims.

b. Conduct forcible entry as required. 

c. Evacuate building of occupants as needed.

d. Ladder the building and to provide a secure secondary egress for interior crews.

e. Ladder the structure as directed by IC or Fire Branch/Division in a position dictated by current and projected fire conditions. 

f. Ventilate the structure in accordance to Command’s overall strategy.

g. Secure utilities at main sources.

h. Salvage and overhaul structure saving as much property as possible. Confirm CO levels prior taking off SCBAs.

i. Placement and deployment of aerial as directed for confinement and extinguishment. 

j. Maintain Crew integrity at all times.

3. Company Officer/ Senior Firefighter

a. Establish Command per SOP A-101 (if first on scene), give a report over the radio to include:

i. Exact location of fire, with apartment/unit number if multifamily dwelling.

ii. Type of construction

iii. A general description of conditions found.

iv. Status of evacuation of occupants.

v. Name the “command” and who has command.

vi. Any other pertinent information.

b. Ensure that “2 in 2 out” has been established per SOP A-109 prior to any interior operations or entry into an IDLH atmosphere.

** If upon arrival at the scene, personnel find an imminent life threatening situation, where immediate action may prevent the loss of life or serious injury, such action shall be permitted with less than six personnel on scene, subject to a size up and risk benefit analysis by the on scene incident commander.  **

c.
Once IC has been assumed by another Senior Officer, the Company Officer or Senior Firefighter will lead a two to four man crew and conduct operations as described in Paragraph 2.





4.  Peachtree City Fire/Rescue IC will assign firefighters to Truck Companies as the companies are formed.  Those firefighters arriving on aerial devices might and might not be formed as a “Truck” Company depending on the resources.  Drivers of Aerial vehicles (Tower 8 and the Quint) should be prepared to operate the aerial device and pump, the vehicle should be located in the most advantageous position to carry out Truck Company  operations or where the IC directs. The type of vehicle you arrive on scene does not dictate what type of Company you are assigned to.
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
