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PURPOSE: 
To ensure consistent and proper notification of Water Rescue Team member’s upon a request for activation.

POLICY:
1) Fayette County Communications receives a request for


     activation of the Peachtree City Fire Department Water Rescue Team.

a. F.C.C. will document the requesting agency 

b. Location 

c. Type of incident 

d. Specific request (Active Rescue / Body Recovery, Evidence Recovery or stand-by)

e. Contact information

2) Communications will notify Dive Director (Jeff Davis), and Asst. Operations (Lt. Prince), or Senior Duty Officer (in that order). It will then be the responsibility of the first contacted to contact the other two.

3) Fayette County Communications will then “Page Out” the Peachtree City Water Rescue Team with the following:

“Peachtree City Water Rescue Team response requested for Active Rescue / Body Recovery / Evidence Recovery or stand-by at Address, requested by Name of requesting Agency.” 

4) Fayette County Communications will contact “Rescue Air One” and notify them of Water Rescue Team activation.

5)
The on duty Shift Commander will have Station 84 personnel  

     prepare the Squad and dive boats for mobilization. 

6) The Shift Commander will have one on duty Water Rescue Team member report to Station 84 and respond the squad to the requested address. 

7) The Shift Commander will then advise the Senior Officer responding to the call of the Water Rescue Team members that have reported as responding. 

8) Water Rescue Team members equipped with pagers that are responding to the requested activation will contact the Shift Commander via the Shift Commanders Department issued NEXTEL. 

*This means of communication with the Shift Commander is only for official use only. 

9) Response:
a. Active Rescue – Members will respond to the scene of the incident.

b.  Body Recovery – Members will respond to Station 84 

c.  Evidence Recovery – Members will respond as requested by the Senior Responding Officer.

d. Stand-by – Members will respond to Station 84 or be ready to respond as directed.
