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PURPOSE:
To ensure the coordinated response of Rescue Air One to every Peachtree City Water Rescue Team activation or scheduled event.

POLICY:   
1. Fayette County Communication receives notification for a Peachtree City Water Rescue Team response; stand by status or schedule event


2. Fayette County Communications will notify Peachtree City Water Rescue Team as directed in Water Rescue Team Activation SOP A-301


3. Fayette County Communications will notify Rescue Air One of the request for the Water Rescue Team.  (Ground alert or Launch) 


4. If the request is for a scheduled event then the Water Rescue Team Director or designee will contact Rescue Air One personally


5. The following is the minimum information that will be relayed to Rescue Air One:

a) Type of response (active rescue, body recovery, evidence recovery or stand-by) 

b) The location of the incident including GPS coordinates, if available 

c) Possible landing zones with GPS coordinates, if available 

d) Patient condition if available

6. Fayette County Communications will coordinate between the Senior Water Rescue Team member and Rescue Air One 

* Once activated Rescue Air One will attempt to keep one aircraft available at Falcon Field specifically for Peachtree City Water Rescue Team until released by Incident Command

DEFINITIONS:
Ground Alert  

Rescue Air will be notified once the Peachtree City Water Rescue Team has been activated.  The location and the appropriate GPS coordinates will be given to Rescue Air. This ensures that the aero – medical crew is alerted but does not launch until requested

Water Rescue Team Response





Activation of the Peachtree City Water Rescue Team to a scene

Event 

Scheduled events that the Water Rescue Team will be on site on or in the water, such as the Peachtree City Triathlon, Fourth of July or other events. 

Launch

A Request for aero medical transport from the scene of a Water Rescue incident or landing zone to a to an appropriate medical facility. It is imperative to advise the staff of Rescue Air One if the patient is a diver. 

Stand By Status 

When other agencies have an operation in progress and have called for the Peachtree City Water Rescue Team to go on stand by status. Rescue Air One will be notified via Fayette County Communications
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
