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Purpose:  To define Response and Operations at MVC.  

Policy: Responding Vehicles and personnel will safely and efficiently perform rescue operations, extrication if needed, extinguishment of fire if needed, and EMS operations.  These are general guidelines for response and operations to MVC.

A. General responsibilities

1. Units will respond equipment according to SOP 100 or per IC requests.

a. Normally, position apparatus and vehicles to protect responders and patients from traffic and other hazards.  The number one priority is the safety of responders and victims or patients. 

b. Place apparatus and vehicles in positions that support fire operations and extrication if needed.

c. The use of cones to divert or direct traffic is recommended when time and personnel permits.

d. If total/partial road blockage or the shutting down or diverting of traffic is warranted (any time that safety would be compromised), the IC may do so.  Coordinate with Police Officers when this is required. 

e. All apparatus should turn off the emergency strobes after placement of their vehicles. 

f. Operates scene lighting as required.  It is imperative to have enough lighting on any MVC scene, but to take in to consideration other driver or traffic, scene lighting should not “Blind” moving traffic.

g. Make Electrical power available as needed.

2. Extrication (If required).

a. Crews will wear full bunker gear including gloves, helmet and goggles. 

b. Deploy at least one hose line, 1 ¾ attack line(s) for efficient fire suppression. Crew Manning hose line(s) will have SCBAs on. 

c. EMS crews will have at least bunker coat, helmet and goggles on during actual extrication. Full bunker gear including pants are preferred.

d. Begin rescue and treatment of victims or potential victims.

e. Rescue crew (extrication) must maintain effective communication with EMS personnel in a vehicle with the patient.  Close coordination between Rescue and EMS is required.  The needs of the patient and the EMS crews must be known by the Rescue Sector.

f. Evaluate effect of tactics and communicate with IC or Sector Officer(s) and adjust as needed.

g. The crew(s) doing actual extrication will be assigned to rescue sector.

h. The crew(s) conducting patient care will be assigned to EMS sector.

i. The crew(s) manning the attack lines will be assigned to fire sector.

j. Maintain Crew integrity at all times.

3. MVC with fire.

a. Crews will wear full bunker gear including helmet and goggles.

b. Deploy at least one hose line, 1 ¾ attack line(s) for efficient fire suppression. Crew Manning hose line(s) will have SCBAs on.

c. Confine and extinguish fire.

d. Begin rescue and treatment of victims or potential victims.

e. Protect any involved or potentially involved exposures.

f. The crew(s) manning the attack lines will be assigned to fire sector.

g. The crew(s) conducting patient care will be assigned to EMS sector.

4. MVC with no extrication or fire.

a. The crew(s) conducting patient care will be assigned to EMS sector.

b. Begin rescue of victims or potential victims.

5. Company Officer/ Senior Firefighter

a. Establish Command per SOP A-101 (if first on scene), give a report over the radio to include:

i. Exact location of call.

ii. Number of vehicles. 

iii. A general description of conditions found.

iv. Status of occupants if known.

v. Name the “command” and who has command.

vi. Any other pertinent information.

b. Company Officer or Senior Firefighter responsible for crew safety, deployment of proper tactics and communications with IC or Fire Sector Officer.

6. Peachtree City Fire/Rescue IC will assign firefighters to EMS Sector, Rescue Sector, or Fire Sector as required.  
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
